USE AN INDIVIDUAL 120VOLT, 15AMP FOR IWA-1500 & IWA-1800 ELECTRICAL
SOCKET.
IWA-1800 & IWA-1500 120V
USE AN INDIVIDUAL 208VOLT/240VOLT, 15AMP FOR IWA-2500 ELECTRICAL SOCKET.
IWA-2500 208v/240V

DO NOT BLOCK THE AIR-OUTLET LOCATED AT THE BACK OF THE INDUCTION
RANGE. BLOCKING MAY OVERHZAT THE UNIT.
USE PANS 5 INCHES OR LARGER IN DIAMETER. WE RECOMMEND PANS BE LESS
THAN 10 1/2 INCHES IN DIAMETER. PLEASE REFER TO THE NEXT PAGE FOR A
LIST OF SUITABLE AND UNSUITABLE PANS.
DO NOT TOUCH THE HOT SURFACE OF THE VITRO-CERAMIC GLASS PLATE.
